Course Title  Continual Professional Development for the Dental Team

Course summary 

This course is designed to address the mandatory Continual Professional Development core competencies prescribed by the General Dental Council (GDC).  All courses will have concise educational aims and objectives and anticipated outcomes and will be evaluated via participant feedback.    
What does the course involve?

This is a 3 day course totaling 18 hours of taught learning; 

Day one 

Medical Emergencies  
Participants will be aware of and have the skills to deal with the types of medical emergencies which may occur within a dental environment. This will include an opportunity to perform simulated Coronary Pulmonary Resuscitation within the dental surgery. 

Day two  

Decontamination and cross Infection control   

Learners will develop knowledge which reflects current guidelines and recommendations as well as gaining ‘hand on’ practical experience to develop skills.

Day three 

Dental radiography. Handling Complaints and Legal and Ethical Issues
Participants will develop knowledge and skills relating to complaints and ethical issues via case studies. Radiography will focus on legislative guidelines and quality assurance.
